Stop the infusion
Call code – do not wait to give epinephrine
Give epinephrine as ordered
Notify provider
Check vital including blood pressure every 5 minutes until the code team arrives. 
Connect patient up to monitor (cardiac / apnea, blood pressure and oxygen saturation), if not already on one. 
Give diphenhydramine once as needed for hives
May repeat epinephrine every 5 minutes x 2 doses for persistent hypotension and respiratory distress with desaturation until code team 
arrives. 
May give albuterol as ordered for wheezing with oxygen saturation stable while waiting for code team – continue to monitor oxygen 
saturation. 

Hives or cutaneous reaction plus one other system, i.e. abdominal cramping, vomiting, hypotension, altered mental status, respiratory 
distress, mouth / tongue swelling

Hypotension is Defined as Follows:
1 month to 1 year – systolic blood pressure (SBP) less than 70 
1 year to 11 years – systolic blood pressure (SBP) less than 70 + (2 x age in years) 
11 years to 17 years – systolic blood pressure (SBP) less than 90 
OR any age – systolic blood pressure (SBP) drop more than 30% from baseline. 
Baseline systolic blood pressure (SBP) x 0.7 = value below defined as hypotension.

Sodium chloride 0.9% infusion

POST - PROCEDURE

Flush PIV or IVAD with 20 mL 0.9% sodium chloride (250 mL bag) at the completion of the infusion. Flush IVAD with saline and heparin flush per 
protocol prior to de-accessing IVAD. Discontinue PIV prior to discharge on the last day of infusion.
