APPLICATION PROCESS

Applicants must be graduates or candidates for graduation of an American Council on
Pharmaceutical Education (ACPE) accredited degree program (or one in the process of pursuing
accreditation) or have a Foreign Pharmacy Graduate Equivalency Committee (FPGEC) certificate from
the National Association of Boards of Pharmacy (NABP). Applicants must also be eligible for
licensure in the state of Texas.

Children’s Medical Center Pediatric Pharmacy Residency Program (PGY1) uses the Pharmacy Online
Residency Centralized Application Service (PhORCAS) for all required materials. Candidate selection
is based on evaluation of documents submitted in PhORCAS and phone/on-site interview(s). A pre-
employment screening process will follow the receipt of your application and may include a criminal
background check, verification of prior employment, drug screen, physical, and evidence of
authorization to work in the United States.
